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Many people who see stray, neglected or ill-treated
animals want to help them. Sometimes they rescue them
only to find that they are unable to keep them. If ignored,
these animals will suffer in some way: they will starve,
become traffic victims, or be poisoned or caught and killed
by Local Authorities (hokensho). Some people would like
fo take action but don’'t know how to go about it..........

There are many ways individuals can help:

* Promote spaying and neutering to decrease the over-
population of cats and dogs. Encourage people with pets
to get them neutered. “Just one litter” is one litter too many.

* Assist re-homing. Encourage people considering
keeping a pet to adopt an unwanted one rather than buy a

new one from a pet shop.

* Voice your opinion. Pressure your local government to
provide a spaying subsidy, to use public money to spay
instead of kill.

* Set an example by treating your pet as a family member.
Teach children the responsibility involved in having a pet as
well as how to care for it properly.

ARK's objective is to create a network between people
who care about animals and want to help them. Alone we
feel helpless. Working together we have a greater chance
of success.

Together we can save unwanted animals from being
born, and unloved pets from being thrown away.
