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Lost Dogs

Many dogs.coming to ARK are lost, we have no way to contact the owner
unless there is a telephone number attached.

Safeguards

Make sure your telephone
number is writtenclearly onthe collar
— also your name if there is a space.
Better still, have an identity disc
engraved with the telephone number
so that it can be read at a distance.

Take a photograph of your pet and

have several copies made.
If your pet is lost:

Do not wait for your dog to come
home - if you do nothing it may never
return.

M Contact local police and

hokensho. Take a photo and descript-
ion to them, as well as registration

Hokenshos or Kanri centres (where
they do the killing), personally, to
check, fordays or weeks if necessary.
Do notdepend ontelephone answers,
Remember dogs are only held for
threedaysbefore beingkilled sotime
is crucial. Hokensho deal with
hundreds of lost or stray dogs a day,
and are not concerned about helping
lost animals, only with getting rid of
them.

M Put up posters with a photograph
around your area, and distribute to as
many people as possible.

If your pet does come back by
itself - remember to inform all the

number if there is one. Goto local  peopleyoucontacted and thank them.
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
