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‘Conventional training is often

based on cofrection or punishment.

A dog does what he is told because

he:-fears punishment or is.
repeatedly corrected.

Motivated training is'an extension .
of a dog’s natural action. When he
does something right by himself,
you praise him and give him a
reward like a titbit. When you
order him to do the same thing he
will repeat the action because he
wants to be praised or rewarded.

Y ou need patience in order to get
results. With some dogs favourite
titbits are the incentive, with others
where -there is a strong bond
between dog and owner, verbal
praise or a show of affection is
enough.
