Guidelines for keeping Pets in Apartments

Pets should at all times be treated as and
assumed as family members.

People who keep pets should be aware of
othets feelings i.e. not everyome
necessarily likes and appreciates animals.

Owners should take into. consideration
whether they have enough space for their
pet and if they can spend enough time
with it. Also can they afford to keep it ?
(The number of animals and their size
depend on these factors.)

All pets should be neutered unless there
is a medical reason for not doing so.
(veterinary certificate to prove this, is
necessary as is veterinary proof that an
animal has been neutered.)

All dogs should be tagged with their
owners name and tel.no. also with
registration no.

All animals should have necessary and
regular vaccinations. Dogs should receive
a rabies shot every year and be reglstered
according to the law.

Owners should pay attention to their pets
health and seek veterinary advice where
necessary.
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All animals should be kept cleanly,
brushed daily, wormed regularly and kept
free of fleas.

Dog faeces should be cleaned up by the
owner. Cats should be provided with
litter trays which must be cleaned daily.
Dog owners should not allow their pets to
urinate inside the elevator or inside or
around the building.

Pet owners should be responsible for
keeping areas outside and around the
apartment free of animal hairs.

Pet owners should be aware that animals
left for long periods alone are likely to
sufer from stress and therefore become
noisy and troublesome to neighbours.
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Dogs should always be under the owners
control and on a lead when outisde the
apartment. They should not be allowed to
jump up at or annoy other people.

Guidance for People without
pets and for Parents

People should realise that having a pet is
a basic human right to happiness like
having a child.

Children should be taught to respect and
understand animals.

They should be taught that animals are
not toys but living creatures that can feel
pain as we do.

Pets cannot be bought and discarded like
goods. Keeping a pet is a long term
responsibility.

They should never be allowed to tease,
frighten or annoy an animal.

They should not touch a strange animal
without the owner’s consent or without
asking first if it is alright to touch it.
