How about the local
community centre ? These are all places where
you can pass out newsletters and sponsorship
forms. Again, the more ARK gets its message
out, the more animals can be saved.

Make a presentation about ARK at your
«school, company, or church. Do a group
project to raise money. Are you a teacher ?
Have your students study about animals and
what it means to be a responsible pet owner.
Suggest your students sponsor an animal at
ARK.

If you belong to an organization,
write an article about ARK for publication in
your organization’s literature.
