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veryday, we hear people complaining about feral cats

foraging in the trash. But they are eating trash just to

survive. There are 3 cats living around my house, the
progeny of a homeless cat. A local vet told me that the city
provides a neutering subsidy, so | applied to receive this. The
subsidy applies to both dogs and cats but only ones “owned” by
city residents. The subsidy paid by lkeda is ¥3,000 for males,
¥4,000 for females. Not all cities provide neutering subsidies and
conditions vary so please check with your city office.

Participating cities and fees
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Osaka, lzumi, Izumlotsu Sano Ibarakl Kashlwara Kadoma, Sakai, Shuonawate Toyonaka Takatsukl Neyagawa.
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Comment:

Cities will not provide subsidies unless pressure is put on them to
do so. If enough people ask for subsidies they will set aside a
budget for this. Get together a group of like-minded people,
collect data on the problem of feral animals in your city, point out
the advantages of neutering which will save your city money in
the long run, and arrange a meeting with top officials at your local
city office.

The reason why the cities listed above have decided to provide
neutering subsidies is because individuals or groups put pressure
on them. You can do the same! Any subsidy should be applied
especially to feral animals not merely to those “owned”.
