Adolescence

6 months to 1 year/18 months
Puppies become much more
independent and are likely to
challenge authority. They reach
sexual maturity; females come into
heat, with associated behavioural
changes, and males experience
dramatic fluctuations in male
hormone level. Chewing behaviours
continue to be a priority. Territorial
behaviour begins to appear as
puppies become more mature.

What to do:

This is possibly the most difficult
period to live through and a time when
many people give up their dogs for
rehoming. If you have laid solid
foundations of good behaviour up to
this point, adolescence will be less
wearing. However it will be a time
when you wonder what has gone
wrong. Try to remember that it does
not last for ever.

Maturity

1 year/ 18 months onwards
Your dog will now be physically
mature although he will have some
filling out to do. His character is now
fully formed although some
refinement will still be occurring.
Young adults continue to develop in
character and will finally settle down
at about three vears of age.

What to do:

You can relax a bit now, your job is
mostly done. refinement and
continuation of training is needed, but
you should now be able to take it
easy and enjoy the first of many
happy years with your well-balanced,
well-trained friend.
