he year end is often a sad time at ARK since
many animals get thrown away in the year-end

clean up, the 'o-s00ji.’ One such case is Soldier, a

young black Labrador. He was found collapsed on a
road, a bag of bones but worse than that, he had
terrible injuries. At first it looked like a traffic
accident but this was no :
accident, somebody had
abused him. There was
scarcely a part of his body
that had not been
ravaged; his legs, feet,
chest, shoulder and belly
had been cut open to the
bone. Even the
veterinarians who deal
with wounds everyday,
were shocked.

It was difficult to know
where to start treatment.
Each wound had to be
washed with warm water,
bathed in iodine, covered
with gauze, bandaged and o
taped over. This process had to be repeated twice or
three times every day. Like his name suggests,
Soldier endured this painful treatment without
protest though it must have hurt every time we had
to renew the dressing. He is such a loving dog and
grateful for what we are doing for him. He is well on
the way to recovery and each day his wounds heal a
little more. We all hope this gentle dog will get the
good home he deserves.
