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Japan without quarantine’

rom Febuary 2001 domestic cats and dogs from
Fsome countries outside the EC (including Japan)
are allowed into the UK without having to be held 6
months in guarantine . This is good news for people
wanting to take back their pets from Japan. However
nothing is that easy and there is a strict procedure
which must be followed and owners shouid allow at
least six months for all these procedures to be put in
place.

To obtain a 'Pets Travel Scheme' (PETS) certificate
you should first take your pet to a veterinarian to get
micro-chipped (ISO approved micro-chips only since
they have to be read internationally) and a rabies vac-
cination. One month iater your pet should have a
blood test to confirm that the rabies antibodies are
present. Since the blood can only be tested at MAFF
(British Ministry of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food)
approved laboratories (there are none in Japan) the
blood has to be sent to an approved laboratory in the
UK.

Animals also have to be transported by a direct MAFF
approved route from Japan. So far ANA from Narita to
London, is the only one approved.
