them it is an effective way 10 get
results. They not only inflict con-
stant pain but also cause perma-
nent damage to neck muscles and
neck bones.
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They, along‘with all choke chains
should be banned and put in their
rightful place. On the scrapheap.

Training is most effective if done
with praise and reward methods
and if restraint is necessary, head
collars such as the Gentle Leader
and Halti are more effective than
chokes. Only trainers who lack
skill, knowledge and patience have
to resort to intruments of torture
to achieve results.
