s everyone is aware, our society is now becoming
Aincreasingly an old-age society. This also includes
our pets. Only a few years ago it was common in Japan
for dogs to have a life-span of 5 or 8 years but now
thanks to improved pet care and pre-
vention of filaria (heartworm) our dogs
can be expected to live on average 15
years or longer. Older pets now devel-
op and die of human diseases like

cannot cope with the number of animals in need, then
euthanasia is also considered.

So ARK is really a shelter and sanctuary combined. As a
result we are always stretched to the limit in terms of
space and we have to turn away many
potentially adoptable young animals
because older less-adoptable animals
are occupying the space.

cancer and heart disease.

ARK has been running its shelter for
11 years and although our objective is
to find caring new home for our ani-
mals, in reality we have many animals
who will live for the rest of their days
at ARK. These animals include those
that are old, disabled, need constant
medical treatment or those that are
too nervous or shy to find a home. The
number of these cases is a third to
nearly half of ARK animals.

In other countries the function of a shelter is different
from a sanctuary. A shelter is a place where there is a
high turn-over of animals due to rehoming. A sanctuary
on the other hand, is a place where animals remain for
life. When dogs and cats are rescued, their potential for
rehomeabilty is assessed and those that are found
unsuitable are transfered to a sanctuary. This decision of

course depends on the resources of that organization;

availability of space, facilities, staff, funds etc: If these

We are therefore considering creating
a sanctuary for these cats and dogs, a
place with a comfortable home envi-
ronment, rather like an old peoples’
home with air-conditioned rooms and a
human -house atmosphere, where old
animals can be pampered in their final
years.

But in order to create a sanctuary we
need the right place as well as the
resources to run it.

If anyone knows of a place which could
be rented or donated , we would be very grateful. We
have in mind somewhere within an hour of ARK with
preferably a building such as a company dormitory/facto-
ry which could be converted with some land around.

We would like to appeal to all our members and support-
ers to help us achieve this dream.
