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Best Friends is not just an animal
sanctuary, it is a dream. A dream
realized by a group of pioneering
and dedicated people who back in
1970 went against the prevailing
view of the humane societies of
that time, that only a few
adoptable animals couid be saved
and the rest, the unadoptables,
had to be euthanized. Their
mission " to help bring about a g2
time when no homeless unwanted
animals are destroyed in shelters,
and when every dog or cat ever
born can be guaranteed a good
life in a good home," has inspired
the no-kill movement throughout
America and brought closer the
day when this will be achieved.

Set in the spectacular red-rock §
country of southern Utah, just
north of the Grand Canyon, the
sanctuary covers a sprawling
3000 acres. To get from one
facility to the next, you need a car.

These animals are not
fashionable pedigrees, they are animals cast off by society; the
old, the abused, the unwanted, the handicapped and the sick.
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Although mainly dogs and cats they also include burros,
horses, pigs, sheep, goats, rabbits and wild life.
