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All healthy dogs

are returned to the
streets but those
with no place to go
are transported to
Ratchaburi, about
140 kms from
Bangkok. Here
DOG CHANCE
has a sanctuary
for 390 dogs.
Pym bought a
former tapioca
farm covering 12
acres and put
up buildings and
fences using her
own money. It is a dog's heaven. Divided into three enclosures the dogs
can roam to their heart's content, playing with each other, digging holes
or just basking in the sun. Since the area is so spacious the dogs are
left to their own devices and the four paid staff just feed, give flea /
tick and filaria prevention treatment as well as picking up all the poo
(which is carried away to be buried in huge holes on another part of the
property). Costs (including food, salaries and medical treatment) are
around 100,000 baht (270,000 yen) per month.

Imagine over a hundred |,
dogs all waiting patiently
in line for their food to be
served! When the food
arrives they each eat from
their own bowis. Although
none of them is tied, they
stick to their own food and
never attempt to steal from
others, testimony to the .
sociable non-aggressive
nature of street dogs.
The sanctuary also runs ‘:f; E
a clinic where vets come "
every month to neuter 3
neighbourhood dogs. ;
The BMA tries to gather :
around 30-50 dogs a
month for mass neutering
from each of the 50
districts (prefectures) around Thailand. The plan is to extend TNR
to street dogs throughout the couniry. The fore-sighted attitude of
the government and the fact it is working closely with animal welfare
groups and veterinarians to achieve this goal, is pivotal for its success.
