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Whether or not two dogs will get on with each other depends on many things such as how compatible their personalities are and
how they are introduced. Some dogs are shy and worried about others, whereas some love to play and are happy to meet as many
other dogs as possible. As with people, some dogs are good at social communication, but others often get into fights and squabbles
because of a confusion over their intentions. Signalling and body language play a big role in these encounters.
