Although most of his
hair grew back he remained disfigured so nobody really wanted to adopt him. Now
Nagahama san who many of you will remember as the person who took in Jaspar
the aged Pointer and nursed him through his last years, has adopted Red Rocky. We
are sad to lose him but delighted that he has at last found a loving home where he'll
receive the best care any dog can.
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
